
  



2010 HCA PRODUCT & EQUIPMENT SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 
All exhibitors displaying at the Heartland Carwash Association Products & Equipment Show are required to execute a contract for space, pay for 
space according to prescribed standards, and subscribe to the following:  
 
ELIGIBLE EXHIBITS  
Management reserves the right to determine the eligibility of any company or product for inclusion in the product show.  
 
BOOTH RENTAL AND PAYMENT  
There will be a charge of $550 for all 10 x 10 booth spaces. All fees are non-refundable.  
 
ASSIGNMENT OF SPACES  
Space assignments will be made by Management of the Heartland Carwash Association. Management reserves the right to make assignments 
for the benefit and betterment of the show. There will be ABSOLUTELY no assignment of booth space until BOTH a signed contract AND FULL 
payment are received by Heartland Carwash Association.  
 
In the event of duplicate requests of space, management will determine assignments. No contracts will be in force until officially accepted by 
show management. Confirmation of specific booth assignment will be sent to exhibitors by mail or FAX.  
  
INSTALLATION, DISMANTLING, AND EXHIBIT  
Exhibits may be set up between the hours of 12:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, March 17th, 2010.  All exhibits must be complete, staffed 
and ready for business by 9:00 a.m. Thursday. No exhibitor shall commence dismantling his/her exhibit(s) prior to 2:00 p.m. Friday, March 19th, 
2010.  Doing so may result in double booth fees for the following year’s show. All exhibition booths must be staffed and open for business 
during the entire display period, both days.  All exhibits must be dismantled and removed from the show floor by 6:00 p.m., Friday, March 19th, 
2010.  Equipment will not be shipped over the weekend, but will go out on Monday.  If you need other arrangements please contact Jessica at

 ARRANGEMENT OF EXHIBITS  
Exhibits shall be arranged so as not to obstruct the general view or hide other exhibits. The standard booth in the main exhibit hall (10' x 10") 
has an 8 foot high back wall of drapery out to one-half the depth of the exhibit space and from that point to the aisle, a maximum height of 3 
feet is permitted. All exposed parts of the exhibit must be finished so as not to be objectionable to other exhibitors or to the management.  
 
EXHIBITOR'S AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE  
Each exhibitor must have at least one person to be a representative in connection with installation, operation and removal of the exhibit. Such 
a representative shall be authorized to enter into such service contracts as may be necessary, and for which the exhibiting company shall be 
responsible. The exhibitor shall assume the responsibility for such representative in attendance throughout all exposition periods.   
 
Show management disclaims any and all responsibility for Exhibitor's booth and/or equipment.  Exhibitors and their representatives will be 
required to wear name badges throughout the exposition. Each exhibitor will furnish show management with names of representatives who 
will be working in their booths no later than March 5th, 2010.  Any needed changes in name badges must be made on Friday, March 12th, 2010. 
 
SOLICITING, SAMPLES AND COSTUMES  
Exhibitors shall not solicit business in aisles or in booths other than their own. Exhibitor's representatives wearing distinctive costumes or 
uniforms, or carrying signs or banners separately or as part of their apparel, shall not appear at exhibits other than their own. Samples, 
catalogs, pamphlets, publications, etc. may be distributed by exhibitors only from within their own booths and may not be made available in 
any way in any gathering held officially in connection with the exposition. Exhibitors are encouraged to have tabletop items available for direct 
sale from their booths.  
 
PROMOTIONS OR SALES SCHEMES  
Attendance in any exposition event, attempted solicitation or distribution of materials, by anyone representing or connected with a 
non-exhibitor is strictly forbidden. Anyone doing so will be promptly removed.  
 
SAFETY, FIRE AND HEALTH  
The exhibitor assumes all responsibility for compliance with local, city, and state safety, fire and health ordinances covering installation and 
operation of equipment. All display or exhibit materials and equipment must be reasonably located and protected by safety barrier guards 
and fire-proofed to prevent hazards and personal accidents to/by spectators. 
 
CARE OF THE BUILDING  
Exhibitors are liable and will be charged for any damage caused by fastening displays or fixtures to the building floors, walls, or columns or to 
damage caused in any other manner. Exhibitors may not apply paint, lacquer, adhesives or any other coating to building columns, floors, or 
to standard booth equipment.  
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LIABILITY  
NEITHER HEARTLAND CARWASH ASSOCIATION, INC., ITS OFFICERS, STAFF, MEMBERS, EXPOSITION HALL REPRESENTATIVES AND EMPLOYEES 
OR ANY MEMBER OF THE SHOW COMMITTEE WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY INJURY, LOSS, OR DAMAGE THAT MAY OCCUR TO THE 
EXHIBITOR, OR TO THE EXHIBITOR'S EMPLOYEES OR PROPERTY FROM ANY CAUSE WHATSOEVER PRIOR TO, DURING, OR SUBSEQUENT TO THE 
PERIOD COVERED BY THE EXHIBIT CONTRACT. THE EXHIBITOR SIGNING HIS/HER CONTRACT EXPRESSLY RELEASES ALL OF THE AFORESAID 
FROM, AND AGREES TO INDEMNIFY THEM AND EACH OF THEM AGAINST ANY AND ALL CLAIMS FOR SUCH LOSS, DAMAGE, OR INJURY.  
 

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AND/OR FOOD  
Serving of alcoholic beverages and/or food by exhibitors in any part of the exhibit area is strictly prohibited.  
 

INSURANCE  
All property of exhibitor is understood to remain under his custody and control, in transit to or from within the confines of the exposition hall, 
subject to the rules and regulations of the exposition. Exhibitors are advised to carry floater insurance against injury to the person and/or 
property of-others. The Meadows Conference Center carries public liability insurance for injury to product show visitors, exhibitors, and their 
agents and employees.  
 

WATCHMEN AND SECURITY  
Every reasonable precaution will be taken to protect property during installation, show, and removal period. However, neither the 
management, service contractors, nor the management of the convention site are responsible for the safety of the property of the exhibitors 
from theft, damage by fire, accident, vandalism, or other causes.  
 
EXHIBITOR'S USE OF SPACE  
In compliance with the official contract, the exhibitor agrees not to assign, sublet, or apportion space or any part thereof allotted to him, 
without written consent of the show management; not to exhibit, advertise, or offer for sale goods other than manufactured or sold by 
him/her during the regular course of business. No exhibitor will be permitted to display his/her products conduct business for this company 
outside the confines of his assigned booth space in the exhibit hall.  
 
The use of materials in any form and/or equipment of non-participating companies are prohibited. Exhibitors requiring materials or equipment 
in their exhibit, which they do not produce, must receive approval through show management. 
 
GENERAL  
Show management reserves the right to restrict exhibits which become objectionable in the opinion of the management. This includes 
persons, things, conduct, printed materials, or anything of a character which is objectionable.  
 
All matters and questions not covered by these Rules and Regulations are subject to the decision of the HCA Board of Directors. These Rules 
and Regulations may be amended by the management, with written notice given to exhibitors.  
 
SPECIAL UTILITIES AND SERVICES  
All booths will have access to 110v electrical outlets at a charge of $8.99 per connection, per day. Request for additional utilities (i.e. 220 v. 
electricity) must be made directly with HCA management at time of contract. Exhibitors requiring such utilities/services will be charged $63.50 
per connection per booth per day by HCA. 
 
SHIPPING PRODUCTS/EQUIPMENT
